The Editorial Board is seeking contributions for Volume 6 of the Central European Journal of Canadian Studies, which will appear in mid-2008. 

Articles should not exceed 15 pages (27,000 signs).

Reviews should not exceed 4 pages (7,200 signs). Reviews for the CE Journal are now restricted to 1) books by authors from the Central European region (in any language); 2) books by authors from outside the region that the reviewers feel are particularly useful for teaching purposes here; 3) translations of Canadian books. 

Reports (on activities or events in the region) should not exceed 1 page (1800 signs). 

Deadline for submission of contributions:   Friday 18 January 2008.
The procedure for submitting papers is as follows.

1. The paper should be entered into the template you will find on the homepage of the CEACS. Go to the homepage ({ www.cecanstud.cz}), and under "Grants, links and downloads" click on "Templates", and choose the one for articles.  You can also go there directly at  http://www.phil.muni.cz/angl/CANADA/index.php?pg=publications/templates.htm   

2. Guidelines for entering your paper in the template correctly can also be found at the same place on our website, or can be accessed directly at  http://www.phil.muni.cz/angl/CANADA/publications/guidelines.htm . 
3. Once this is done,  send your paper electronically to Petr Vurm at the CEACS Secretariat ({vurm@phil.muni.cz}), please put "Journal Volume 6" somewhere in the subject line (this should help protect your e-mail from entering the spam filter). 

4. That is all you have to do. Within a week of your submitting your paper, you will get from Petr Vurm a confirmation that he has received it. Should you not get this message of confirmation, please get in touch with him, to make sure that nothing has gone wrong. 

The papers will be read by Canadianists in the region; each paper will be read by at least two people, so as to ensure an objective decision.

We are looking forward very much to receiving your contributions.
